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Statutes of the Japan Society of Kampo Ho-Sho Pattern Medicine
(JKH)

Chapter 1: Name and Office
Article 1 (Name)
This organization shall be called the Japan Society of Kampo Ho-Sho Pattern Medicine,
hereinafter referred to as “JKH.”
Article 2 (Affiliation)
JKH is affiliated with the Fujido Kampo Medical Research Institute.
Article 3 (Office)
The Secretariat of JKH shall be located at:
Fujido Kampo Pharmacy, 2-3-1 Fujimi, Chiyoda-ku, Tokyo 102-0071, Japan.

Chapter 2: Objectives
Article 4 (Objective)
The purpose of JKH is to contribute to the development of Kampo medicine through
research, clinical practice, education, and dissemination, with a particular focus on the
correspondence between prescriptions and symptoms (Ho-Sho).
Article 5 (Commitment of Members)
Members shall take an active interest in Kampo medicine centered on Ho-Sho medicine,
and strive to acquire accurate knowledge and skills as well as to engage in research.
Article 6 (Fellowship)
Members shall regard one another as colleagues who share the same aspiration for Ho-
Sho medicine and shall deepen mutual fellowship.

Chapter 3: Organization
Article 7 (Officers)
The Society shall have the following officers:
1. President: 1 (Shiquan Xu)
2. Directors: Several
3. Executive Director: 1
4. Secretariat: 1

Chapter 4: Activities

Article 8 (Projects and Activities)
To achieve its objectives, the Society shall conduct the following activities:

1. Organizing lectures, academic conferences, case presentations, research and

reporting meetings

2. Disseminating information to members through the Society’s journal and other
media
Administering examinations and issuing certificates of recognition
Conducting study tours related to Kampo medicine
5. Promoting exchanges with related organizations and institutions in Japan and
abroad
Facilitating fellowship and networking among members
7. Promoting public awareness and recognition of Kampo and Ho-Sho medicine
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Chapter 5: Membership
Article 9 (Categories of Membership)
Membership shall consist of two categories: Regular Members and Supporting Members.
Article 10 (Regular Members)
Regular Membership is open to individuals engaged in, researching, or studying
medicine, pharmacy, Kampo, or East Asian medicine, who submit an application for
membership and are approved after review. No restrictions shall be imposed on
educational background or professional experience.
The admission fee is JPY 10,000 (one-time), and the annual membership fee is JPY
10,000. The annual fee shall not be reduced for members joining partway through the
fiscal year.
Article 11 (Supporting Members)
Supporting Membership is open to individuals, groups, or corporations who pay the
annual supporting membership fee. No qualification restrictions shall be applied.
The supporting membership fee is JPY 10,000 per unit, with the number of units optional.
Article 12 (Restrictions on Membership Eligibility)
Persons affiliated with organized crime groups or antisocial forces shall not be admitted.
Article 13 (Fiscal Year)
The fiscal year of the Society shall run from January 1 to December 31.
Article 14 (Withdrawal)
Members may withdraw from the Society by submitting a notice to the Secretariat.
Membership fees already paid shall not be refunded.
Article 15 (Re-admission)
Former members seeking re-admission must submit a new membership application and
pay the admission fee and annual membership fee again.

Chapter 6: Donations
Article 16 (Donations)
The Association may accept donations for the purpose of achieving its objectives and
supporting its operations. The amount, frequency, and timing of donations shall all be
determined at the donor’s sole discretion.

Chapter 7: Code of Ethics

Article 17 (Copyright and Compliance)
Members shall respect the copyright of the Society when transmitting or disclosing
information and knowledge obtained through Society activities, and shall not engage in
conduct contrary to the aims of the Society.
Article 18 (Maintenance of Credibility)
Members shall not engage in acts that damage the credibility of the Society or its
members, or acts that may bring disrepute.
Article 19 (Protection of Personal Information)
The Society and its members shall comply with the Act on the Protection of Personal
Information. Members shall not share, distribute, reproduce, reprint, or sell videos,
documents, or other content provided by the Society to non-members.
Article 20 (Measures in Case of Violation)
In the event of violation of the preceding article, the Society may take the following
measures:

1. Demand correction of the violation and immediate deletion or suspension of the
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act.

Claim payment equivalent to the value of the content or damages for losses
incurred by the Society.

Suspend membership or expel the violator if payment or correction is not made.
Pursue legal liability in cases of malicious violation.
